Partly for aesthetic reason, but also play-
ing with formality and celebration. The 
final presentation is given respect by 
using dress code; it is quite an event (at 
least in our own culturest).
Iwona and Nikoletta will be putting on 
their own clothes from their own ward-
robes.

As our topic is a presentation, we have been choosing our own smartest 
black and white formal dresses that we would wear at the degree show. 
We have discussed the way we should complement each other’s clothing.

There is only one costume change: we 
create a scale figure style costume from 
cling film that is shiny from PVA, thereby 
becoming a pair of stiff puppets, trapped 
in our own design.

ASSISTANTS

Their unidentified character is related both to the con-
text and function of the core crew members of the per-
formance.
The costume has been designed with a white antenna 
on the head, which can be plugged into computers; the 
hood make it camouflaged and an organic part of the 
whole atmosphere. 

The function of our assistants develops throughout the performance:

When connected to us through our computers, they are 
just like computer mice: extensions of our arms.
Later, their character presence transforms on stage.
Their white gloves emphasise the object they are pre-
senting and also allude to magicians and art auctions.

Our fifth character is the sound of our tutors on stage, whose tutorial 
has been recorded with their permissions and used with their agree-
ments.
